Beard-growing contests are friendly competitions that are intended mainly for fun and entertainment. Beard-growing contest rules vary from location to location. Pearisburg’s only rule is that contestants be freshly-shaved at the time of entry. 

Rumor has it that Pearisburg is trying to pass a temporary law that require all men to grow their beards. Violators could face fines! Often, though, the unwilling can buy their way out by purchasing a shaving permit for $5.00

4. General Manliness (25%)
