The Pearisburg Town Council met in regular session on January 11, 2005 at 7:30 p.m. at the Pearisburg Town Hall. Town Attorney Hartley; Town Manager Vittum; Chief Martin; Town Engineer Tawney; Recreation Director Johnston; and Administrative Assistant Harless.  Also present were:  Pastor Leroy Parson, New Beginning Christian Center of Pearisburg and Butch Mullins, Virginian Leader.  

Mayor Allen called the meeting to order.  Councilwoman Stafford led the pledge of Allegiance.   Pastor Leroy Parson delivered the invocation.

 Williams moved that the minutes to the Regular December 14, 2004 meeting be approved as amended and placed with the permanent records of the Town.   Dickerson seconded the motion. Martin stated that Gautier puts in a lot of hours.
Robertson reported on the Public Safety Committee.  There were no recommendations. 

Moses reported on the Property and Recreation Committee.   The Committee made a recommendation that council authorize staff to move forward with a dedication sign for the Fort Branch Stadium using the following list and wording. Voting yes were: Mayor Allen, Dickerson, Moses, Robertson, Stafford, Stewart and Williams.  The recommendation was approved by a vote of 7 to 0.

The Committee made recommendation that council authorize the 2005 pool season to run from May 28 to August 21 and that a May 21 opening be considered should weather and staffing permit. Voting yes were: Mayor Allen, Dickerson, Moses, Robertson, Stafford, Stewart and Williams.  The recommendation was approved by a vote of 7 to 0.
 

 Stafford reported on the Finance Committee.  The Committee made a recommendation that council waive 1996 Real Estate Taxes on Parcel 40D-1-B under Joseph Pittman and currently owned by Gerald Parcell as the current owner was misinformed at the time of closing of these taxes due to a computer error by the town that has since been identified and corrected.  Council discussed the recommendation.  Hartley had some concerns about the error.  He had called when doing a title search and was informed by the Town that the taxes were paid, but come to find out later when the keying error was found that in fact they were not paid. He was concerned about how the Town would handle this situation should it arise again in the near future.  He felt by approving this recommendation the Town was setting a precedence.  Vittum explained the problem with keying the data into the computer with extra spaces caused difficulty when doing a search by tax map number.   Vittum stated that the problem had been identified and corrected.  Voting yes were: Mayor Allen, Dickerson, Moses, Robertson, Stafford, Stewart and Williams.  The recommendation was approved by a vote of 7 to 0.


Williams reported on the Public Works Committee.  The Committee made a recommendation that Council waive the final bill for Shirley Walters as uncollectible. This customer is deceased and has no estate. Voting yes were: Mayor Allen, Dickerson, Moses, Robertson, Stafford, Stewart and Williams.  The recommendation was approved by a vote of 7 to 0. Williams stated that the water condensation problem on Wenonah will be taken care of soon.
Williams reported on the Public Service Authority.  He stated that the County found a problem with the new tank project.  The PSA also discussed the purchase of a new garbage truck. He stated that he PSA did sign Modification Agreement #1. 
Robertson and Moses had no report on the Whitt-Riverbend Park Committee or the Planning District Commission for this month.    
Vittum stated that staff would recommend Council approve the Fire Prevention and Safety Program.  The Pearisburg Volunteer Fire Department will offer free training on fire extinguishers and fire safety.  Dickerson made a motion to approve and adopt the Fire Prevention and Safety Program.  Stewart seconded the motion.  Voting yes were: Mayor Allen, Dickerson, Moses, Robertson, Stafford, Stewart and Williams.  The motion was approved by a vote of 7 to 0.

Vittum briefly explained the need for a Conservation Plan for the Downtown Revitalization Project.  The document is in the preliminary stages and will come before Council at a later date for adoption.  Vittum stated that Jim Gurganus with Williamsburg Housing Authority will be making a visit to Pearisburg to assist with the Conservation Plan.  Stewart inquired about how the services were being funded.  Vittum stated that it would be thru the Grant.
Vittum brief Council on the upcoming Change Order from Draper Aden on the Sewer Treatment Plant Project.  The amount of the change order at this time would be between $5100 and $5500.  
On a motion by Robertson, seconded by Williams, passed by the following recorded vote, Mayor Allen, yes; Council Members Robertson, yes; Stafford, yes; Moses, yes; Dickerson, yes; Stewart, yes; and Williams, yes, Council went into Executive Session to discuss as permitted by Virginia Code 2.1-344 (A)(3) a matter involving the acquisition of property for public purposes.

On a motion by Robertson, seconded by Williams, passed by the following recorded vote, Mayor Allen, yes; Council Members Robertson, yes; Stafford, yes; Moses, yes; Dickerson, yes; Stewart, yes; and Williams, yes, Council returned to regular session.

On a motion by Williams, seconded by Robertson, passed by the following recorded vote, Mayor Allen, yes; Council Members Robertson, yes; Stafford, absent; Moses, yes; Dickerson, yes; Stewart, yes; and Williams, yes; Council certified that the subject discussed in this Executive Session was the subject identified in the motion to go into Executive Session and only that subject, and that Council discussed no other subject while in Executive Session.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
