Robertson reported on the Public Safety Committee. There were no recommendations.
Psathas reported on the Property and Recreation Committee.  Psathas informed the Council that the Dedication Ceremony for the Ballfield is scheduled for May 21, 2005.  He asked Council if they would help assist with the preparation and serving hotdogs for the players and family.  Mayor Allen asked how the pool heater was working. The Committee made a recommendation that council approve a grant of $2500 to assist with renovation of The Bank Restaurant. This would be the third and final grant from the special program established earlier by council.  Voting yes: Mayor Allen, Stafford, Robertson, Williams, Dickerson, Psathas and Moses.  The recommendation was approved by a vote of 7 to 0.

The Committee made a recommendation that council that council call a special meeting to conduct a Public Hearing on establishing the 2006 tax rate as required by State Law. This would need to be advertised and held separate from the June 14th Public Hearing on the budget.  Voting yes: Mayor Allen, Stafford, Robertson, Williams, Dickerson, Psathas and Moses.  The recommendation was approved by a vote of 7 to 0.

The Committee made a recommendation that council reject the bid on the Fire Truck.  The Public Safety Committee is requesting council delay action until closer to the July deadline in order to continue to investigate possible funding alternatives.  Council discussed the recommendation.  Vittum stated that the vendor would hold the price until July.  Robertson made a motion to table the recommendation.  Voting yes: Mayor Allen, Stafford, Robertson, Williams, Dickerson, Psathas and Moses.  The motion was approved by a vote of 7 to 0.

Williams reported on the Public Works Committee.   
The Committee made a recommendation that council approve Curve Road from the Town Limit to near French Street as well as Pinewood Drive as the 2005-06 streets to be overlaid with asphalt.  Any remaining funds would be used on streets in the Lillyfair subdivision.  Voting yes: Mayor Allen, Stafford, Robertson, Williams, Dickerson, Psathas and Moses.  The recommendation was approved by a vote of 7 to 0.

Williams reported on the Public Service Authority.  He stated that the PSA has not contacted an attorney on the water loss agreement.  He stated that the river-withdrawal study cost started at $90,000 and now it’s going to cost $175,000.  He indicated that Pearisburg, Narrows and Pembroke vote against continuing the study due to the cost.  He stated that a special meeting was called to discuss rate changes and charges for white goods and tires.  The minimum garbage bill is going from $22 every two months to $24.  They want to charge entities for white goods and legal council will need to discuss it further.  There were no recommendations.

Robertson reported on the Whitt-Riverbend Park Committee.  He stated the regular meeting is scheduled for next week.  Vittum stated that landscaping plans for the park are under review.

Moses reported on the New River Valley Planning Commission.  She stated that at the last meeting they discussed the telecommunications project.  The PDC would like the localities to have in their list of projects by the next meeting.
Narrows extended an invitation to the town to participate in their Memorial Day Parade on May 30th.  Mayor Allen talked with them and indicated that the Town Council was interested in participating.  He stated that Council wanted to show their support.  
Vittum reported on the Downtown Grant Project.  He stated that the offer was accepted on the Robbins Property.  We need a letter of review on the appraisal. The estimated cost is between $250 and $300.  Hartley will be making the arrangements on the closing of the property.  The next step is the transfer of property to a non-profit organization in order to protect the historic tax credits.  This will need to be done sometime in July.   Hartley stated that he will work on the legal documents to make this happen. He stated that Pearisburg Housing Inc. will be the limited partnership and Pearisburg Community Development Corporation will be the owner.  The limited partnership will have control by mid-July.  This will need to be done in June.   The grant funds would be loaned to the new owners.  This is similar to how the town did the 1990 project with two downtown buildings.

Vittum stated that the Section 504 Grievance Procedure needs to be adopted for the project.  Williams made a motion that Council adopt and approve of the Section 504 Grievance Procedure.  Dickerson seconded the motion.  Voting yes:  Mayor Allen, Stafford, Robertson, Williams, Dickerson, Psathas and Moses.  The motion was approved by a vote of 7 to 0.

SECTION 504 GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE
The Town of Pearisburg has adopted an internal grievance procedure providing for prompt and equitable resolution of complaints alleging any action prohibited by the Department of Housing and Urban Development’s (HUD) (24 CFR 8.53(b) implementing Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended (29 USC 794).  Section 504 states, in part, that “no otherwise qualified handicapped individual. . .shall solely by reason of his handicap, be excluded from the participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance. . . .’’

who has been designated to coordinate Section 504 compliance efforts.

1. A complaint should be filed in writing or verbally contain the name and address of the person filing it, and briefly describe the alleged violation of the regulations.

2. A complaint should be filed within 5 days after the complainant becomes aware of the alleged violation.  (Processing of allegations of discrimination occurring before this grievance procedure was in place will be considered on a case-by-case basis.)

3. An investigation, as may be appropriate, shall follow a filing of a complaint.  The investigation will be conducted by Rodney Wilson.  These rules contemplate informal but thorough investigations, affording all interested persons and their representatives, if any, an opportunity to submit evidence relevant to a complaint.  Under 24 CFR 8.53(b), the Town of Pearisburg need not process complaints from applicants for employment or from applicants for admission to housing.

4. A written determination as to the validity of the complaint and description of resolution, if any, shall be issued by Mr. Wilson and a copy forwarded to the complainant no later than 10 days after its filing.

5. Section 504 Coordinator shall maintain the files and records of the Town of Pearisburg relating to the complaints filed.

6. The complainant can request a reconsideration of the case in instances where he or she is dissatisfied with the resolution.  The request for reconsideration should be made within 5 days to Kenneth Vittum, Town Manager.

7. The right of a person to a prompt and equitable resolution of the complaint filed hereunder shall not be impaired by the person’s pursuit of other remedies such as the filing of a Section 504 complaint with the Department of Housing and Urban Development.  Utilization of this grievance procedure is not a prerequisite to the pursuit of other remedies.

8. These rules shall be construed to protect the substantive rights of interested persons, to meet appropriate due process standards and to assure that the Town of Pearisburg complies with Section 504 and the HUD regulations.

Vittum updated Council on the Sewer Treatment Project.  We do not have Change Order #3 at this time.  The digesters are still not coming around like they should.  DEQ feels we may need to have additional air to help resolve problems.  The grinder pump was repaired under warranty.
Vittum stated that Thompson and Litton were asked to update their figures on Route 100 Water Preliminary Engineering Report from the County.  Vittum stated that fire flow requirements needed to be re-figured as well as town system requirements.  He stated that the Bluff City pump station should be on anytime WAL-MART pump is on.   Tawney will be getting with the PSA to make sure they are paying attention to this matter.  Vittum stated that this study does have an impact on the Town.  Vittum agrees that T & L should re-run the figures and see if they can get the pressures required by the system.  
Mayor Allen stated that we need to appoint two members to the PSA Board by the end of June.  He indicated that Williams would not be serving another term.  He stated that members do not need to be a Councilmember.

On a motion by Williams, seconded by Robertson, passed by the following recorded vote, Mayor Allen, yes; Council Members Robertson, yes; Stafford, yes; Moses, yes; Dickerson, yes; Psathas, yes; and Williams, yes, Council went into Executive Session to discuss as permitted by Virginia Code 2.1-244 (A)(7) consultation with legal counsel and Virginia Code 2.1-344(A)(1), a personnel matter involving other specific personnel matters.

On a motion by Williams, seconded by Stafford, passed by the following recorded vote, Mayor Allen, yes; Council Members Robertson, yes; Stafford, yes; Moses, yes; Dickerson, yes; Psathas, yes; and Williams, yes, Council returned to regular session.

On a motion by Williams, seconded by Stafford, passed by the following recorded vote, Mayor Allen, yes; Council Members Robertson, yes; Stafford, yes; Moses, yes; Dickerson, yes; Psathas, yes; and Williams, yes; Council certified that the subject discussed in this Executive Session was the subject identified in the motion to go into Executive Session and only that subject, and that Council discussed no other subject while in Executive Session.

Mayor Allen set the time for a Special Meeting on a public hearing to set a tax rate for 2005-06.  This will occur at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, May 31, 2005.  

Stafford reminded Council of the Chamber Banquet set for May 12th.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
