The Pearisburg Town Council met in called session on Tuesday, October 4, 2005, at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Hall. Present for this meeting was Mayor Stafford; Council Members Psathas, Williams, Moses, Dickerson, Robertson, and Chambless, and Town Manager Vittum.PRIVATE 
 Also present were Rusty Stump, Eddie Kingrea, Darryll Scott, and Adam Mills of the Pearisburg Fire Department.

Williams lead Council in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Stump addressed Council concerning the desire of the Fire Department to begin ongoing planning meetings with the Town Council to insure adequate future fire services as the town grows and develops. He stated that the department had been blessed by a supportive council and wanted to continue to build upon this base. He suggested quarterly meetings to look at planning issues including department equipment and training. PRIVATE 

Stafford indicated that she thought the department would be presenting some written outlines of goals and needs. Kingrea stated that the intent was to set up a meeting with a council committee and that they had no intentions to have a detailed set of goals at this time. The department had set up a committee and wanted to know if the council would be appointing a committee or would be meeting as a whole. They thought the joint committee should meet first and then meet with the County. Stafford indicated that 12 would be a very large and unwieldy committee.


Chambless asked about a meeting of the county chiefs to seek consensus about issues that need to be brought before the County. Kingrea indicated that this had not been done up to this point. Robertson thought that inviting the County Administrator and possibly the other chiefs to a future meeting would be helpful.


Stafford stated that she would appoint the Public Safety Committee to meet with the fire department committee. The first meeting was set for Tuesday, October 18, 2005 at 7 pm.


There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
